CHROMATIN: 
DNA with attached proteins which is found SPREAD OUT in the nucleus of NON-DIVIDING cells

CHROMOSOME:
DNA with attached proteins which is TIGHTLY PACKED into rod shaped bodies found in DIVIDING cells

*ANAPHASE - 3rd phase of mitosis during which chromatid arms separate and chromosomes move to opposite ends of the cell

4th and final phase of mitosis during which two nuclei are visible the chromosomes spread out as chromatin, nuclear membrane returns, and spindle and centrioles disappear; Also called “reverse prophase”
