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ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION AGENCY (EPA)- governmental body whose job it is to monitor and enforce environmental regulations, provide education on environmental issues, conduct environmental research, and provide funding for environmental programs.

MONTREAL PROTOCOL- Agreement signed by almost 200 countries, including the United States, which agreed to reduce (and eventually stop) the use of ozone depleting chemicals.

KYOTO ACCORD – Agreement, aimed at reducing global warming, which has been ratified by 104 nations that asks participants to reduce their greenhouse gas emissions by 2012 to a percentage of their 1990 emission levels.
